Stations, Curtis Carleton is Chief of FEMA’s Community and Family Services branch. Mr. Carleton provides information on FEMA’s teleregistration number and gives information on what assistance FEMA can provide.

In Cut 1, Mr. Carleton provides FEMA’s teleregistration number. The cut runs 11 seconds; the outcue is “9-0-2-9.”

In Cut 2, Mr. Carleton says those with housing needs or who lost essential personal property should contact FEMA. The cut runs 20 seconds; the outcue is “number to call.”

In Cut 3, Mr. Carleton talks about other services that may be available. The cut runs 18 seconds; the outcue is “that process.”

In Cut 4, Mr. Carleton assures the American people that FEMA is up to the task. The cut runs 25 seconds; the outcue is “to get it.”
