Stations we have Tammy Doherty (last name D O H E R T Y).  Ms. Doherty is Acting Director for FEMA Region X.  Ms. Doherty has four tracks for us today regarding Emergency Information Online.  

In track one, Ms. Doherty talks about the invaluable nature of the Internet as a source of information.  The track runs 7 seconds, the out-cue is, “…available locally.”

DOHERTY:

The Internet is an inherently survivable source of information.  As long as phone lines or wireless connections remain intact, the Internet can provide current news, safety updates and emergency information that may not be immediately available locally.

In track two, Ms. Doherty talks about FEMA’s web sites.  The track runs 23 seconds, the out-cue is, “…flash flooding.”

DOHERTY:

Our FEMA website at www.fema.gov and our Regional site at www.fema.gov/REG-X/ provide real-time updates on major disaster response and recovery operations, and detailed information on natural hazards ranging from earthquakes to wildfire and flash flooding.

In track three, Ms. Doherty talks about the popular “FEMA for Kids” web site.  The track runs 25 seconds, the out-cue is, “…preparedness issues.”

DOHERTY:

During major disasters, FEMA sites receive millions of hits per day.  We’re particularly proud of our FEMA for KIDS web page.  It’s a great way to teach our younger children about preparedness messages, in ways that are real and effective, without scaring them.  

You’ll also find our web pages are helpful “jumping off” points for related websites dealing with disaster mitigation and preparedness issues.

In the fourth and final track, Ms. Doherty talks about FEMA’s “FAX on Demand” system.  The track runs 14 seconds, the out-cue is, “…touch-tone phone.”

DOHERTY:

A wealth of information is also available on the FEMA “FAX on Demand” system at (202)646-FEMA (that’s 202 646 F E M A), and follow the computer prompts on your touch-tone phone.
