Stations we have Lonnie Hoffer. Last name spelled H O F F E R. Mr. Hoffer is the State Hazard Mitigation Officer for North Dakota. Mr. Hoffer has five tracks for us today, in which he tells us about the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. In track one, Mr. Hoffer tells us what the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program is.  The track runs 38 seconds and the out cue is “…environmentally sound”.

I think the meaning of hazard mitigations is any action taken to you or I or individuals that would permanently eliminate or reduce risk to life and property. It’s important to eliminate and become disaster resistant. There are some types of projects that are needed 

projects that would permanently eliminate or reduce risks to life and property. That project has to provide an immediate solution to that problem, to the risk to life and property. The project also has to be cost effective and the project also has to be environmentally sound.

In tract two, Mr. Hoffer tells us which parts of the State are eligible to apply for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. The track runs 12 seconds and the out cue is “…that are declared”.

All fifty three counties in North Dakota are eligible to apply under the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. The State has given priority to the twenty seven counties and two reservations that are declared.

In track three, Mr. Hoffer tells us how areas can apply for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. The track runs 18 seconds and the out cue is “…application process”.

They apply through an application process. On June 20th  through 22nd we had applicant briefings for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. We conducted those briefings in three areas the State and we explained the eligibility and the procedures for the application process.

In track four, Mr. Hoffer tells us what types of projects can be done. The track runs 19 seconds and the out cue is “…infrastructure projects”.

The State team priorities are acquisition relocation, elevation, and infrastructure projects. Saying infrastructure projects that means lift stations, backup generators to lift stations, culverts where culverts haven’t been that would provide immediate solutions. So, certain types of infrastructure projects.

In our fifth and final track, Mr. Hoffer tells us what the cost share for the program is. The track runs 10 seconds and the out cue is “…local responsibility”.

The cost share for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program is 75% Federal. The State contributes 10%, and 15% is the local responsibility.
