Stations, we have Dick Lewis, (last name L E W I S) spokesperson for the Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission.  Mr. Lewis has three tracks for us today regarding hazardous chemicals and their disposal.  

In track one, Mr. Lewis explains where hazardous chemicals can be found in the home.  The track runs 36 seconds; the outcue is, “… caustic cleaning compounds.”

LEWIS:

A typical home can contain 100 to 200 products that can contain hazardous chemicals.  These products may become hazardous when used, stored, or disposed of carelessly.  Hazardous chemicals can be found in a variety of household products used for cleaning, painting, lubricating and disinfecting around the house.  Some are aerosol cans, kitchen cleaners, paints, stains, varnishes, fertilizers and pesticides, any flammable liquids, and caustic cleaning compounds.

In track two, Mr. Lewis discusses how to properly handle and dispose of hazardous chemicals.  The track runs 41 seconds; the outcue is, “… the environment directly.”

LEWIS:

Flood victims should separate flood damaged chemical wastes from regular debris and garbage in and around their homes.  Make sure that hazardous chemicals are kept out of the reach of children and animals prior to proper disposal.  Never dispose of household hazardous chemicals by pouring them down a storm drain or taking them to a landfill.  Some chemicals, when released into the environment, cause water, soil, or even air pollution, and may be toxic to people and animals.  Improper disposal allows these materials to enter the environment directly.

In track three, the final track, Mr. Lewis informs us of a one-day household waste collection site.  The track runs 26 seconds; the outcue is, “… North of Holmes Road.”

LEWIS:

On Saturday, June 30th, the city of Houston, EPA and the Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission will open a one-day household waste collection site.  The site will operate from 9am to 2pm at 11500 South Post Oak Road in Houston.  The location is on South Post Oak, just north of Holmes Road.
