Stations, we have Duke Mazurek.  Mr. Mazurek is the State Coordinating Officer for the disaster recovery effort in Houston.  Mr. Mazurek has three tracks for us today, regarding registering for disaster assistance.  

In track one, Mr. Mazurek announces the new registration deadline and reminds people of the toll free number and hours of operation.  The track runs 38 seconds; the outcue is, “… days a week.”

Down here in Houston, we just got an extension of the tele-registration period for individual assistance.  It was due to run out on the 8th of August and it’s been extended 30 days until 7 September, so that anybody that has suffered loss due to Tropical Storm Allison can call up, register, and get assistance for that.  The 800 number is 1-800-562-9029.  The speech and hearing impaired line is 800-462-7585.  Tele-registration operators are available from 7am ‘til 10pm, seven days a week.

In track two, Mr. Mazurek urges anyone who has suffered any kind of damage due to Tropical Storm Allison to register with FEMA.  The track runs 22 seconds; the outcue is, “… might have suffered.”

Anybody that has suffered any physical damage or loss to their home, their personal property, their transportation, their business or suffered economic injuries such as a loss in wages because of this should call and register.  They should not count themselves out because there may be a program available to assist them in any losses they might have suffered.

In track three, the final track, Mr. Mazurek reminds anyone who may have moved to call the FEMA help line number and update their contact information.  The track runs 30 seconds; the outcue is, “… verify their loss.”

If anybody has moved or is living with another relative right now at a different address then when they originally called and tele-registered, they need to call the FEMA help line and give them a current address, phone number, a way that the inspectors can contact them.  That help line number is 1-800-525-0321.  Many times we’re finding, with inspectors going into the field, that they are unable to contact somebody to make an appointment to come by and verify their loss.
