Stations, we have John Ogren (last name O G R E N).  Mr. Ogren is the Warning Coordination Meteorologist with the National Weather Service.  Mr. Ogren has 3 tracks for us today regarding Ocean Shores, Washington as a Tsunami Ready Community.

In track one, Mr. Ogren explains Storm Ready and Tsunami Ready.  The track runs 33 seconds; the outcue is, “…in the nation.”

OGREN:

Storm Ready and Tsunami Ready were developed in partnership with State and Local emergency management with the National Oceanographic and Atmospheric Administration, or NOAA, as well as the National Weather Service.  The primary is to insure communities are ready from all natural hazards from tornados to tsunamis.

The first ever Tsunami Ready Community recognition will be in Ocean Shores, Washington this Saturday, June 30th at 5 o’clock.  This is the first-ever joint Storm Ready/ Tsunami Ready Community in the nation.

In track two, Mr. Ogren explains how a community can become recognized as a Storm Ready or Tsunami Ready Community.  The track runs 20 seconds; the outcue is, “…hazard affects them.”

OGREN:

In order to be recognized as Storm Ready or Tsunami Ready, communities must have multiple ways of receiving weather warnings and forecasts, multiple ways of redisseminating that information to the public, multiple ways of monitoring the weather conditions in their area, and community education to ensure the public does the right thing when the hazard affects them.

And in the third and final track, Mr. Ogden tells where to find more information about Storm Ready/Tsunami Ready partnerships.  The track runs 10 seconds; the outcue is, “…dot G O V.”
