POTPOURRI

1) Amazing what you can find when you look around once in a while.  You are all aware of the number of Independent Study courses available from FEMA.  OK, if you are not, let me know and I will send you a brochure, or, you can go online at www.fema.gov/home/emi/ishome.htm.  Now that you have your course picked out, were you aware that you can get college credit for that course?  No?  Well, you can.  I have a lot of brochures available, or you may find this same information online at the previous address.  The brochures might be handy to give to some of your volunteers or to persons who do not have web capabilities.  A good option for many people and not that expensive.  

2) BOOK REVIEW:  “Beyond Recall”, by Stephen Kyle, Warner books, 2000.  About a bio-terrorist attack on the world.  On a scale of one to ten, one being bad, I would rate this book a 7.  Interesting reading about possibilities we can only hope never happen.  

3) New Course.  U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service – Oil Spill Response Course.  This is a new course that has had it’s initial pilot in Concord, CA.  It is 5 days, and deals with a large subject matter relating to wildlife and fish.  Next course offering is in June 2001 on the Atlantic or Gulf coast.  After that, it will be in September of that year.  For information, contact Deborah Rudis, USFWS, 3000 Vintage Blvd., #201, Juneau, AK  99801, (907) 586-7648 or Deborah_rudis@fws.gov.

4) As of 2-29-00 the following are the numbers of Risk Management Plans (RMPs under CAA 112r) that have been received by EPA;  Alaska 265, Idaho 88, Oregon 173 and Washington 309.  None of these are among the top ten states.  As of the end of March, EPA should have it’s program RMP Review ready to go.  I will keep researching this.  

5) Several other notes from EPA.  As of January 2000, some retailers and manufacturers of propane must comply with RMP.  I will keep checking on this also.  Remember the old “Chemicals in your Community” book?  A new edition of this is supposed to be out by now.

6) The USFA has announced the availability of an updated publication titled, “Updated Guide to Alternative Funding for Fire and EMS Departments”.  This may be ordered from USFA publications at (301) 447 1189.

7) Two new manuals available from USFA.  1)  Personnel Accountability Systems Technology Assessment Manual.  Applies to departments of all sizes.  2)  Hazardous Material Response Technology Assessment Manual.  Info on detection, decontamination, suppression foams, containment devices and PPE.  Order from USFA Publications at (301) 447 1189.

Another new manual is titled, “Guide to Developing Effective SOPs for Fire and EMS Departments”.  (301) 447 1660

8) DOT Guidebook site.  If you are having problems getting all the guidebooks you need, there is a place in Seattle where you can get them as cheap as anyplace I have seen.  1-9 copies $2.80, 10-49 copies $2.15 each and 50 plus copies $1.90 each.  Try Labelmark, Chuck Reed at 1-800-578-4955.  For other areas, try www.hazmat.dot.gov/gydebook.htm.  (Yes, use a “Y”)  This info from Mike McCallister at Snohomish County Emergency Management.  This is for the standard book, spiral bound is more.

Remember, if you are able to obtain a supply of NFPA 704 stickers form one of the industrial supply houses, consider putting one of these on the back of each guidebook for reference.  If you want a sample of what I am talking about, let me know and I will mail one to you.

9) Available for those that might like to have it.  A copy of guidelines from the Missouri Department of Health on, “Cleaning up Former Methamphetamine Labs”.  Let me know if you would like a copy.  

10) If you work with the schools in your area here is a web site for curriculum.  www.redcross.org/disaster/masters .  This addresses Natural disasters.  

11) For those of you involved in planning, I have a packet on animals in disaster from the Humane Society of the U.S.

12) RSPA is increasing the HazMat Registration and Fee Assessment program.  What this means to us, eventually, is an increased amount of money available to the States for HazMat training and exercises.  If you want to see the final rule, go to www.hmac.org/ 

13) The first update of the Bloodborne Pathogen standards since 1992 have gone into effect.  29 CFR 1910.1030.  One example is that we no longer refer to “Universal Precautions”, they are now “Standard Precautions”.  You may see the entire rule on the OSHA website.  New information on Hepatitis B vaccinations, and post exposure follow-up and evaluation guides to HIV and Hepatitis C exposure.

14) Those of us in Region 10 will be happy to learn that none of our states are in the register of top ten states for having facilities storing over 100,000 pounds of any EHS.  You can check this out further by going to www.pirg.org/chemical/report.html .

15) In case you did not get my earlier email on this, note that the Clinipad Corp. has voluntarily recalled all Povidine Iodine, Tincture of Iodine, Benzoin Tincture, Acetone Alcohol, and Alcohol Antiseptic products, and Clinigaurd Protective Dressing labeled as “Sterile” manufactured in the last three years.  Some contamination has been confirmed in some lots to include Staphylococcus.  See www.fda.gov/medwatch/safety/2000/safety00.htm#clinip .

16) MOVIE REVIEW  Roger Ebert has nothing to fear from me.  If you have not seen it, put “Erin Brockovich” on your to-do list.  A very good movie (has nothing to do with the fact that I like Julia Roberts) that shows what one person can do against a formidable foe in the area of Hazardous Materials.  When was the last time you saw an audience stand up and applaud at the end of a movie?  I still do not understand why someone from PG&E was not indicted on criminal assault charges.

HazMat TEAM PROFILE

This month, we highlight the six “Ps” of planning, “Prior Planning Prevents P--- Poor Performance.”  In other words, due to inadequate planning, you will have to wait until next month for another team profile.  My apologies. 

W.M.D. & TERRORISM

NOTES

1) FEMA has proposed for FY 01, $25Million to help purchase health and safety equipment for fire departments in rural and lower income communities.  I will keep you informed on any developments in this area.  

2) Although there seems to be a lot of discussion on problems and focus, the president is proposing 2 billion dollars be spent on ways to protect the infrastructure against Cyber-terrorists.  This is another area we will keep an eye on.  

3) Next proposal for FY 01 is almost 6 million to equip and train 6 USAR teams capable of working in an NBC environment.  These may be ready by the 2002 winter Olympics.

4) The counter terrorism budget for FY 01 is proposing things such as additional state and local assistance, technology, Law Enforcement training as well as R&D.

5) NDPO has published a small booklet titled, “On-Scene Commanders Guide For Responding to Biological/Chemical Threats”.  These were supposed to have been distributed to each state.  If you have not received one and would like to see one, contact either your state point of contact for terrorism or contact the NDPO online.  It is a small book and may be a handy reference for HazMat rigs, EMS and Police Vehicles.

6) The stories on the WMD suits the military are using with the holes in them are all very confusing.  From what I have seen so far, there have been problems with one particular manufacturer who is under criminal investigation.  Should this get all sorted out, more will be included here.

7) The anthrax inoculation program is another area that is being heatedly debated.  It does not look like there is an end to this program as of yet.  In fact, there is talk of diluting some of the vaccine and using that to inoculate even more people.  More on this one too as it becomes available. 

8) RAID teams are no longer RAID teams.  Their new name is, “Weapons of Mass Destruction Civil Support Teams”, WMDCSTs or CSTs for short.

9) Training Available.  Thanks to Oregon for the heads up on this.  The courses described here are very similar to the ones held at Ft. McClellan.  These are located at the Department of Energy Nevada test site.  They are 32 hours long with 14 classroom and 18 scenario driven.  They address response to radiological/nuclear, chemical, biological and high explosive terrorist events.  For further information contact your state training officer.  If all else fails, contact me.  These courses are FREE, some reimbursement may be available.   If you are registered for the Ft. McClellan course, there are some rules about waiting lists and so forth, so be sure you check on that with your State Training Officer
